Dear Parents/Carers, 

[bookmark: _GoBack]We hope this letter finds you and your family safe and well at this challenging time. It has been fantastic to welcome back all of our students. Staff at the school are impressed with the student’s conduct and positive attitude. School life is incredibly different due to Covid-19 restrictions; however, our staff and students are adapting well to the new routine. You will be pleased to know that we have already been able to review break times and all year groups can now access their outside social area whilst still remaining in their year group bubble. We know this is a difficult time for everybody with unfamiliar routines and additional concerns and anxieties and we would like to take this opportunity to thank parents/carers for their support in addressing these and working with the school. Please see below updates regarding school systems. 

Parent Portal
We have recently changed our data management system to SIMs. Unfortunately, due to issues caused by Covid-19 this process has taken longer than anticipated and has delayed the launch of the parent app. This app allows parents to check their child’s positive interactions, behaviour events and attendance. We are hopeful to be able to launch this within the next few weeks and apologise for any inconvenience caused as we know many parents like to use this facility to support the school in reinforcing positive behaviour and addressing any negative behaviour. 

Attainment and Effort (Attitude to Learning) Data
Year 11
We are aware that students may be requesting grades to complete post 16 applications. We will be issuing ATL grades in the week beginning 28th September. Along with these, we will also supply your child's target grades which can be used in an application. Target grades are set at a minimum of FFT20. They are highly aspirational and nationally 20% of students achieve these. Unfortunately, due to the loss of face to face teaching and the conditions in which students sat mocks, we do not believe that we are in a position, at this time, to supply accurate projected grades. Teachers will be assessing students during this half term, to gain a more precise picture of their current performance and we will inform you of your child's progress as soon as we can. 

Year 8 - 10
We intend to issue your child with ATL grades for their subjects in the week beginning 5th October. This will help you to see how your child has settled in since their return to school. Teachers will also be assessing students regularly so we will be able to report their progress to you as soon as we can.

Year 7
To give our Year 7 students time to find their feet, settle in and adapt to their new school, we will be waiting until they have completed a full half term at Hungerhill before collecting ATL grades from their subject teachers. These will be issued in the week beginning 9th November. In addition, you will be aware that Year 7 students have undertaken GL Assessments in reading and numeracy. This data will also be shared at this time. 

Enrichment
The Enrichment programme will be relaunched to all students over the next couple of weeks. Students will have the opportunity to be involved in various leadership opportunities at school and will have the chance to become Sports Leaders, DT Champions, International Council members amongst many others.
We will be offering lunch time clubs to all year group bubbles which will include activities such as snooker, football and basketball. 

The Inter-form competitions programme will begin for Year 7-9 in the coming days. Form groups will compete against each other in various activities.

PE Kit 
We would like to thank parents and students for their support and positive approach to the new protocols regarding PE lessons. It is very evident that after two weeks, the students have embraced and enjoyed their return to physical activity and sport. It is, however, really important that all students stick to the requirements around acceptable and appropriate PE kit. Shorts, joggers, tracksuit bottoms and leggings must be black. The outdoor top that is worn needs to be plain black (sweatshirt, tracksuit top, quarter zip top) with the exception of the red school rugby shirt and trainers are only allowed on the day when students wear their PE kit. Further guidance specific to PE is available on the website if required. We will continue to review the current procedures to ensure the needs of all students are met. Please can we remind parents/carers that students should not come into school in trainers unless they are in full PE kit.

Distance Learning
If a student is absent from school because they are self-isolating, please use the Distance Learning section of the website. This work can be found at R:\Student Working from Home Resources.

As students are settling back into school life, we would like to provide information on some additional changes to our annual calendared events due to Covid-19 restrictions:

At this moment in time, the school is still planning to hold these meetings as these are structured in such a way that social distancing measures can be adhered to. Further information will be circulated closer to the time. 



Year 7 Kingswood Trip
Unfortunately, the Year 7 Kingswood trip planned for Tuesday 13th October has been postponed due to current restrictions. We hope to rearrange the Kingswood trip for later in the school year. Year 7 will now take part in a team building day within their form groups on the same date. 

Key Stage 4 Parental Information Evenings
As government guidance does not allow gatherings of over 30 people, and in the interest of keeping the school safe for our young people, we have made some adjustments to the way in which the following events will be delivered:

Year 9 – GCSE Success Evening 
Year 10 – Preparing for Success Evening  
Year 11 - The Year Ahead 	

The events above will now be posted on the school website for parents to view remotely. Each presentation will include commentary to provide in-depth information. There will be an opportunity for parents/carers to ask questions via the link at the end of each presentation, with a member of staff making contact to answer/clarify. A text message containing a link to the website will be sent to parents/carers once the presentations have been posted.

We hope to be able to welcome parents into school again in the very near future and will be in touch to discuss procedures for our future events.

Year 10 Work Experience 2021 
It is with great sadness and regret that we have taken the decision to cancel the Year 10 work experience that was due to take place in July 2021. 

Over the last few weeks the vast majority of our work experience providers have confirmed that due to the effects of the COVID-19 pandemic they will not be in position to offer placements to our students. This is not a decision taken lightly but, as I am sure you can appreciate, these are unique times. We do hope that we can work together in future years with our many employer partners to continue to be able to arrange what is an invaluable experience in every student's education.
