If your child is unable to attend on the day, there are a couple of alternative options available: 

• Email results: Students may request their results be sent to their school email address. This request 

must be made in advance by completing the below Microsoft Form. Results will be sent out on 

Thursday 21 August.  

• Nominate someone to collect: A student can nominate someone else to collect their results on 

results day. If the nominated person is a current Hungerhill student, no ID is required. Others must 

bring valid photo ID (e.g. Driver’s Licence or Passport).

• Review of marking (Service 2) – a re-check to ensure the marking was accurate (note: grades can 

go down as well as up). 

• Review with copy of amended script – as above, plus the reviewed script.
